The Selectmen are asked to offer suggestions to solve the problem of the dumping and removal of illegal roadside trash.  Trash that is illegally dumped on private property; the homeowners have to remove the rubbish.  There is a state law that if you are caught and ID’d, the person illegally dumping can be charged. 

If these items are in the Public Way, it is the Highway Department’s responsibility.  The Police Chief informed the residents that if you spot an illegal dumper call the station immediately and report the crime.

Selectmen are asked to address the problem of shoveling and sanding around the Town Hall Doors.

Bill Davis suggested that we hire someone to shovel and sand the Town Hall and Library.
The Selectmen are requested to consider a Policy Statement concerning obligations of Liquor Licensees.
