Joint meeting with Board of Health and Historical Commission began at 8:55 p.m.
There was discussion around the Town’s risk with regards to performing any site work so close to the abutter, Bill Arnold’s Ashby Market’s well and drainage systems.  Members of the Historical Commission asked the Board of Health if there was any reason why the well water at the Ashby Market has not been tested.  Cedwyn responded by explaining  that the Department of Environmental Protection is aware of the well not being tested but, that the site is very low on their priority list.  DEP is overloaded with well water sites at gas stations that serve food around the state at this time.

The Town Administrator shared a rough draft of a letter for discussion purposes only.  It was the sense from Mr. McMurray that Mr. Arnold would not be open to agreeing to the terms of the letter.
The Board of Health concluded their participation in the meeting by saying that they would not be taking any action as far as testing Ashby Market’s well water.
The Historical Commission voted to request that Mr. McMurray speak to Bill Arnold and ask if he would be willing to have the well tested before construction starts.

Mr. McMurray agreed.
