Discussion of Bernhardt Road Bridge with citizens:

Discussion of Finance Committee’s Disapproval of Reserve Fund Transfer Request for Police Chief Recruitment:
FinCom determined that $7,000, amounting to 14% of the Reserve Fund, was not available or necessary to finance a consultant fee because the matter could be done at no expense to the Town.  The 14% of the Reserve Fund if used would severely hamper the ability of the Town to address year end transfers that may be reasonably expected.
