Mr. Hayes submitted a packet of background information and details for the Selectmen to review.  Mr. McMurray noted the time certain parties had been residents in the area: 

Hayes - 12 years 
Scott Berube - 10 years
Barretts - 55 years

Discussion with Mr. Hanks:

Question - to Zoning Code Enforcement Officer to which no response has been given on possible violation of the MGL Chapter 40 Section 7
Mr. Hanks noted that he had contacted the Environmental Police ….Police Chief Lundin…“Needed Proof”

Discussion:  Mr. Berube asked for enforcement decisions; based upon the zoning code pointing out that informal or private “agreements” are unenforceable and effectively overstep the authority of the Board of Selectmen.
Discussion with Mr. Adams: Board of Health provided the BOS with a handout related to the Statute on Noise/Disturbance Enforcement; and reported on his observations in the area.
Report of Officer Dillon:  Reviewed MGL Chapter 90/Disorderly….Police Department had received 12-20 complaints…Exhaust Loud….Roger Racine complied with suggestion made by Officer Dillon.  Complaints included Exhaust System; Excessive use of air tools and air compressor which if on the road violates MGL 90/7 and MGL 90/16.
Car alarm went off early in the a.m.…tractor exhaust to be measured with appropriate equipment.
Chapter 90 P - farm equipment was also discussed by the Officer.
Officer Dillon also reviewed the possibility of criminal violations but reported that in his opinion one necessary element had not yet risen to the level needed.  He informed the parties that they were free to pursue that aspect on their own in the District Court.  

Mr. Racine indicated that the Racines had retained Counsel to represent them; and he requested a copy of the Hayes information packet.  
Peter McMurray indicated that the Board would take the matter under advisement and invite the parties to return at a future date.

Interview with Police Chief Candidate Drew:
Discussion with Chief Drew – All members asked questions covering his experience, profile and resume attached hereto.
The discussion ranged far and wide with a significant discussion on the Chief’s Community Policing Initiative and followed by his orientation and mutual expectations as an Interim Chief.
Interview with Police Chief Candidate Doherty:

The BOS asked question to which Chief Doherty responded that he is consulting now.  He worked in Wakefield for 12 years; Chief’s understanding is that he will be needed 2 or 3 days per week, replacing the Chief on interim basis for approximately 3 months. 
Accessibility is a key and he would be available 24/7.
Peter McMurray asked to whether he would feel free to recommend changes in policy and adjustment.  How policy, procedures etc. would be monitored.  Understanding concerning Mileage & $500.00/day

Chief Doherty indicated that his earning limitations would be based on his present Chief in Wakefield or 960 hours.
Chief would want the opportunity to “hand off” to the new Chief.
And response to Mr. McMurray’s question on changes that he might see necessary in the Police Department Chief Doherty indicated that there would be two types – must be made as a matter of law…2nd as a recommendation
