Attorney Bard – Overview - # of complaints regarding vehicles being worked on by a number of people not the Racines….operating a mechanic’s shop is the question.  Bldg Inspector…viewed lengthy video.  Letter from Mr. Hanks…30 days to appeal ends this Friday…The facts “in general” example:  Swimming Pool/Tennis Court…@ 11 p.m. gathered noise OK; Tennis Court if allow friends to use regularly…it is a legal use; On the other hand use of dirt bikes is normal to an extent…Regarding allegation for extensive use for repair…question is this done for remuneration of any sort; it would be illegal unless it was classified as a home occupation…A question of fact…if taking stuff home from work to complete jobs it is illegal…This activity is as a matter of course noisy and would violate the law…No zoning for noise in Ashby – Board of Health would handle noise…Activity may be a nuisance – a private cause of action 
in tort.  Proper place to go for the Hayes is to ZBA…to have a hearing…Building Inspector cannot have a hearing…. – Deadline is not a “Drop Dead Date”….
