July, 15, 2009- Hearing for 864 South Road, Lynda Laakso 

Demolition of existing house and reconstruction of new house.

Opened at 8:00pm continued at 9:00pm

This was in response to an enforcement order when work started without an OOC.

Paperwork submitted – abutter notification sent out on July 8, 2009.  Many of the abutters returned the receipt on July 9, 2009.  Some have still not responded.

Trees were removed in June, leaving a mess.  Also had to clean up the mess from the December storm damage.  The roof was damaged, allowing moisture into the walls, resulting in mold.

James F. Craven also appeared: the contractor overseeing current work.  He filled out the paperwork resulting in issuance of the building permit for repair of roof and renovation of kitchen.  Once he started, he realized that this was more than a renovation, but did not go back to the building inspector with new paperwork.

No plans to expand the original footprint of the camp.  Will be on a full foundation instead of piers and lally columns. 10x15 plus 19x19 = 29 x 19 in the front and 29x15 in the back – same as the original.

Handed in the forms for the NOI tonight and made the payment tonight.  Have not yet mailed forms to DEP.

Will need to have a site visit for this project.

Abutters have concern about property lines.  Don’t understand why there was so much time passed with the work ongoing and no permits in place.  A fence was damaged by the logger who took down trees.  Would like a solid panel fence to give respite from the damage of the abutting property.

Has an issue with a tree being removed that was on their property.  Also have a siltation fence in place that is one their property.

Will have to have the septic system evaluated.  This might result in stalling the project.
