Minutes for the Meeting of February 17, 2010
Meeting called to order at 7:30 with Tim, Bob and Cathy in attendance. 
(immediately paused to attend the BoS meeting due to questions with Open Space Plan support letter.)
Minutes of the meeting of February 3, 2010, accepted as amended.
Treasurer’s Report: 
$100 from the budget for Roberta & Cathy to attend the CPTC Planning Conference (with the Planning Board)
Correspondence: 
Communication with Neil Gorman regarding 864 South Road and stabilization of the site: Tim noticed at his site visit that not all of the blankets installed were the biodegradable style specified.  The contractor has admitted the mistake and will replace the improper blankets at a weather dependent appropriate time.
Follow-up of Joan Crandall’s request for Extension of OOC:  Tim will do the extension. Joan Crandall emailed Tim to change the request from a one year to a two year extension.  Vote unanimous to allow requested change.
Via email: from MaryAnn DiPinto, DEP, question regarding Bennett Road culvert. Mrs. Cariginan has been emailing DEP to complain about a neighbor’s culvert causing water to flow into her stream.  DEP has sent her maps showing that that is how the water flows naturally.  DEP seems to be leaving the rest to us.
Stan Dillis postponed Mason Road hearing until 3-3-10. Also is sending in a second NOI for Turnpike Road. 
Received NOI from Ducharme & Dillis for Turnpike Rd:  Property is Map 5 Parcel 16.1.  Replication required for destruction of resource area for the driveway.  ArcView shows the parcel as being in Ch61.  Development would be a change of use but the Town was not notified.  Cathy will email Assessors to verify current use.
Received revised plan for Mayo Road, lot #2 (DEP 93-311), from Robert Frye and designed by Northland Engineers.  They moved where they built the house and garage.  They are now outside of the buffer zone.  No barn.  Distance from house to septic appears the as what the Commission had requested but was told couldn’t happen.  This renders some of the conditions in our orders, e.g. permanent plantings along buffer line, no longer applicable but requiring change to the new layout.  How to deal with this to issue amended Order?  Shouldn’t the Commission have been informed PRIOR to construction?
Old Business: 
New materials received from Stan Dillis regarding the NOI from Ducharme & Dillis for Dermco Map 4, parcel 7, Mason Road, DEP # 93-313. Additional materials received in the mail. Roberta was to email concerns to D&D.
Tim requested assistance from DEP with the Enforcement Order issued by the Commission for clear-cutting in the wetland area on Jewett Hill Road (owner Shepherd). Gary Dulmaine responded and will share with Phil Nadeau and follow-up. Tim sent pictures and maps to DEP.
Forest Legacy update - SMP1a tract #2. We’ve reviewed the draft stewardship plan.  It seems to cover our requests.  We’re waiting for finished submission from the Forester. Cathy is trying to get in touch with Chuck to get a copy of the deed (too old for masslandrecords.com).
Further discussion of the MRPC, Trail Inventory Report and map distribution process. Tim has prepared the letter to MRPC, with copies to BOS, Planning Board, and Area MRPC rep. Mary Krapf.

3-17-10 Presentation by Mark Archambault, the Smart Growth Circuit Rider of the NRWA @ 8:30 PM.
Cathy attended the Massachusetts Watershed Coalition Conference in Leominster on the 11th.   Good session on pervious pavement, etc.  The pavement can be plowed.  The key to use in our area is in the layering underneath to avoid problems with frost heaves.  The other session was for EPA MS4 (Stormwater Discharges From Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems) permit.  Ashby is not covered under the latest permit though Townsend & Fitchburg are.  Cathy has scanned the handout/notes for both sessions but will wait to see if the Coalition posts all slides as announced before sharing with the rest of the Commission.
