Minutes for the meeting of  March 3, 2010

Meeting opened at 7:30pm with Cathy, Tim and Roberta in attendance.

Minutes from the meeting of January 20, 2010 were accepted with slight spelling and grammar changes unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report: Paperwork submitted for reimbursement of driving and purchase of book at MACC Annual Conference.

Correspondence: 

Letter from Sheri Bean, MRPC – justifying the mapping included in the Trail Inventory Report.  Seems to not acknowledge our real concerns about prevention of distribution with trails that are not public. Also still haven’t given us back the changed set of data.

DEP notice of DEP number assignment for Turnpike Rd project DEP#93-314.  Note indicating that the project will require the filing of a Water Quality Certification (401 WQC) with Army Corps of Engineers.

Old Business: 

DEP’s Gary Dulmaine has responded to the Commission’s request for assistance from DEP with Enforcement Order issued against Mr. (Butch) Shepherd for clear-cutting in the wetland area on Jewett Hill Road.  He will conduct a site visit as soon as the snow cover recedes – would have conducted the visit this past week – will contact Tim for scheduling of the visit in respect to the snow cover.

Open Space Plan and presentation to the BOS during the meeting of February 3rd, 2010.  The plan was signed by 2 of the Selectmen.

MACC Annual Conference on Feb 27, 2010 was attended by 3 of the Commissioners.  New information on siltation barriers, the new Open Meeting requirements, new requirements to avoid Conflict of Interest, Better Identification of Wetlands Vegitation and other such pertinent information for administration of the Wetlands Protection Act.

864 South Road – siltation mats will be replaced with non-nylon reinforced mats as soon as the snow cover recedes.

Received an As Built plan for Mayo Rd, Lot 2, from Robert Frye – builder.  Originally designed by Northland Engineering.  Tim made a request for an amended NOI for this project.  Foundation and house are in position originally designated as the location of the barn.  Now will require a pump septic system.  Commission is concerned not because of the outcome of this project – which is actually what the Commission recommended to put septic and house outside of the buffer zone, but because of the lack of communication between boards and applicants that  result in building without current plans on file.

New Business: 

Martha Svedberg and Melissa Coyle from Finance Committee came to the meeting to discuss the CC budget.  The Cons Comm is requesting $1523.00  Cathy, Commission Treasurer, explained the proposal.  One item was missed – publication of the Open Space plan.  The Finance Committee is trying to assemble a 5 year plan for the town – the Commission will need a new computer sometime in the next 5 years – probably in 2-3 years.

Joan Crandall request for Extension of OOC resulted a letter allowing the Commission access to the site for certification of the vernal pool on the property.  Tim filled out the Extension and it was issued tonight  - 93-258 – for 2 years, expiring on 11-7-11.  The Commission will make the site visits for certification within the next month.  

A presentation by Mark Archambault, the Smart Growth Circuit Rider at the NRWA has been postponed until 3-17-10 @ 8:30 PM. 

Forest Legacy update - SMP1 tract #2.  Awaiting submission of the Forestry Plan.  Town Counsel requested some changes on the deed restriction – definition for passive recreation.

New Open Meetings Law will go into effect on 7-1-10.  Cathy has emailed slides of a presentation from MACC.
