Minutes for the Meeting of September 1, 2010

Meeting opened at 7:30 with Tim Bauman, Cathy Kristofferson, Roberta Flashman and Bob Leary in attendance.

The minutes of the meeting of August 18, 2010 were reviewed and accepted as written unanimously. 

Treasurer’s Report: nothing to report.

Chair wrote a letter to MRPC in response to their request for input on FY10 CBG Housing Rehabilitation and Infrastructure Projects.

Old Business: 

Cathy created an updated listing created for the recently passed law that automatically extends any state permits in effect during the period August 2008 to August 2010.  On hold until find out more from MACC.

Signed and issued the OOC for 82 Russell Hill Road. – George and Patricia Beauregard.  Will be mailed out on Sept 3, 2010.

Signed and issued the OOC for 226 West Road – Stephen Longley   - DEP#93-319 – signed and delivered to Neal Gorman at the meeting.  Neal signed the file copy to indicate that he received the original.

Forest Legacy update – land owner letter from the Town is finally signed and ready to mail to DCR.  This confirms the transaction from Phase I.

Tim wrote a letter of support to Forest Legacy, Southern Monadnock Plateau Phase III with consent to receive CR’s on Forest Legacy Lands.

Kenneth Reed appeared with plans from 10 years ago on the remake of the house.  He still would like to build and put in place a dock, approximately 32 inches wide and 16 – 18 ft long.  He will construct it from PVC pipe and wood decking, probably the composite wood decking material. Will use concrete pad that is already in place on the shoreline as the base for the dock.  Will use pcv elbows on the bottom so that the pipe will not sink in.  There are no Great Ponds in Ashby, according to a State listing that Tim found on the State website. New Business: 

Emergency Certification issued by the Chair, 8-25-10 for repair of failed well pipe at 5 Old Northfield Road. Frank and Barbara Depres. Will dig a narrow trench to replace the pipe and bore under the road.  Commission members signed the Emergency Order tonight.

Neal Anderson appeared to request a site visit at the end of the Rainville property.  

Neal Anderson will have an NOI for the fire pond at the Stock Farm.  We will also need a site visit. Will deliver it in the next few days.  Cathy will email a sheet about the advertising for the hearing.

Discussion on the Fitchburg Water Department and Janet Morrison (Fitchburg Greenway Committee) and the group centered around the State CR’s on the Water Department Land.  The group appears to be managing the trails around the Fitchburg Reservoir.  Cathy is the Town of Ashby’s representative.  Propose a trail workday on October 2, 2010 – to remove signs and install trail markers.  Now an Ad Hoc Fitchburg Northern Watershed Trail Group will meet on Sept 9th.  We don’t want this group blazing the trails in Ashby that lead to restricted areas.  Nor do we want the restriction signs removed.  The restriction is because of the loon nesting areas.  Would prefer Fish and Wildlife signs rather than the Fitchburg Greenway signs in Ashby.  Motion to request no Fitchburg Greenway signs in Ashby. – The motion passed unanimously.  Ashby CC will take care of these trails if Fish and Wildlife cannot.

Discussion of how OOC’s can be hand delivered and to whom.  There was consensus that a receipt for delivery should be required.  And, better to have the file copy of the OOC signed would be best.

Roberta noticed excavation on Wares Rd that looked like it was on the border of the Town owned land.  Bob will investigate.  Check with Town Clerk for parcel number of the tax taking land that the Commission is now supposed to manage.

Cathy has removed several large documents from the website because of lack of space.

Watatic Management Committee to hike up the front trail to see overuse causing problems on the trail on 9-11-10 meeting at  9:00 AM.
